As the Great War (1914-1918) loomed in Europe, the United States made preparations to enter the fray by calling on all able-

bodied men to be ready to aid our foreign friends and to defend our shores. This was accomplished by means of a draft registra-

tion board. During 1917 and 1918, approximately 24 million men living in the United States completed a draft registration card 

with the Selective Service Board. These men represented 98% of men under the age of 46, and accounted for close to 25% of 

the population.  

So, assuming that all of the Gourdin-Gourdin men of African Descent were properly identified and registered with the Board 

then the list below is a fairly accurate representation of service-eligible kinship and namesake in the United States of America 

during 1917-1918. 

 The following information below is the first of a two-part listing: from Arthur Randall Gourdine to Jethro Gourdine, and 

the next issue will conclude the listing.
